We are asking all of our members to be alert to any 

potential properties that may become available and 

let us know what they are and where they are. 

 

We need to assure 

that the Guild moves forward and continues to serve 

the art community in the Grand Strand area. 

 

The Island Arts Council for Carolina and Kure 

Beaches is leading a public sculpture project, Venus 

Flytrap on Parade, that will install 10 to 15 artist-

painted statues around our island. The statues will be 

installed March 2025 for the Carolina Beach 

Centennial Celebration.  

We are seeking regional artists to participate in the 

event. Artists will be asked to submit designs to 

embellish, decorate, or paint fiberglass statues for the 

exhibition.  Designs will be selected based upon 

creativity, craftsmanship, use of materials, the ability 

to appeal to all ages, sustainability and durability.
